HomeownershipSF

HomeownershipSF (www.homeownershipsf.org), a nonprofit organization, serves as a centralized resource for all affordable homeownership opportunities in San Francisco, providing seamless homeownership services to homebuyers and homeowners through its member nonprofit organizations. 

Volunteer: Golden Gate Mother’s Group members can volunteer with HomeownershipSF by distributing educational materials and speaking to the public about HomeownershipSF at public events throughout the year. GGMG members would be provided a short volunteer training session to introduce them to HomeownershipSF’s mission, activities, accomplishments and goals before speaking to the public. 

The Hearing and Speech Center of Northern California 

The Hearing and Speech Center of Northern California (http://www.hearingspeech.org/) has been dedicated to giving people with hearing loss the tools to be full participants in society for over 90 years. The mission of the Hearing and Speech Center of Northern California is to enable people who are hard-of-hearing and deaf, and people with speech/language disorders of all ages and backgrounds to participate fully in their families, schools, workplaces, and communities. 

Volunteer
The Hearing and Speech Center offers a number of opportunities for GGMG members to get involved:

· Hearing and Speech Center volunteer days: The Hearing and Speech Center holds quarterly volunteer days which bring in individuals as well as companies to work on facilities projects including painting, cleaning, sorting through old books and toys, gardening, etc. In fact, one of our gems, the playground mural was done by volunteers. 

· Field trip chaperones

· Translation: Many of our clients and their families have limited English skills. We welcome volunteers to assist with translating for families. 

· Test assisting: For anyone who enjoys playing with babies and children, we can always use help with playing games and/or entertaining children during their hearing evaluations. 

· Contribute your talents! There are many jobs needing generous, talented people. Are you good with photography, web design, landscaping, marketing, nutrition, music, or anything else? Your time and skills can help the center help others!

· Class visitors: Our school incorporates real life learning for our children. Many professionals take time to talk with our students about what they do.

Help a Mother Out

Help a Mother Out (HAMO – www.helpamotherout.org) is a grassroots advocacy and direct action campaign started by two Bay Area moms in the spring of 2009. Our mission is to help improve the lives of mothers, children, and families in need one diaper at a time. We currently coordinate diaper drive campaigns throughout San Francisco, the Bay Area, and state of California.  We maintain donation drop bins in San Francisco, Oakland, Lafayette, and Silicon Valley as well as administer online Amazon.com wishlists for our partner agencies (including San Francisco’s Homeless Prental Program and APA Family Support Services).

Volunteers can also use our website to point, click, and give via Amazon wishlists that ship diapers and hygiene supplies directly to benefiting agencies. HAMO is also always seeking volunteers with skills in web development (especially Wordpress), grant research and writing, PR, and corporate relations.

The Child and Adolescent Support, Advocacy and Resource Center’s (CASARC)
The Child and Adolescent Support, Advocacy and Resource Center’s (CASARC, www.casarc.org) primary mission is to provide compassionate, comprehensive services to children and families who have experienced abuse, severe neglect, or have witnessed serious violence.  
Catholic Charities CYO St. Joseph’s Family Center
St. Joseph’s Family Center (http://community.cccyo.org/ ): St. Joseph’s Family Center is an emergency residential program for homeless families and pregnant women seeking shelter and a supportive environment in which to weather their current crisis. St. Joseph’s is one of only a handful of emergency shelters serving San Francisco’s homeless families and occupies a critical space along the city’s continuum of care. 
volunteer opportunities: St. Joseph’s Family Center welcomes volunteers. At this time, help is needed for the Children’s Activity Program. Volunteers are needed between 4pm and 8pm (two shifts) Monday-Friday to help with recreational activities. St. Joseph’s is also in needed of a cooking assistant to help prepare meals for families in the morning. 

Grateful Dogs Rescue 

Grateful Dogs Rescue (www.gratefuldogrescue.org) is the oldest all-breed dog rescue group in San Francisco.  It’s mission is to work with San Francisco Animal Care and Control to save the lives of dogs at risk of euthanasia  – dogs that require medical treatment or help with a behavioral issue, or perhaps just need to get away from the stress of the animal shelter in order to thrive.  These dogs are placed in volunteer foster homes where they receive the medical care, training, and love they need in order to become adoptable and ready for their “forever homes.”

San Francisco Child Abuse Prevention Center
The San Francisco Child Abuse Prevention Center (http://www.sfcapc.org/ ) is dedicated to the prevention of child abuse, the promotion of healthy families and the mental health of children. The Center was established in 1998, when the Child Abuse Council (founded in 1973) and TALK Line Family Support Center (founded in 1974) formally consolidated their programs. In our 37-year history, we have helped thousands of children and families. 
Volunteer

There are numerous short- and long-term volunteer opportunities for GGMG members. We always need volunteers in our Children’s Playroom and at our Respite Care program to provide nurturing care to children while their parents access services or take a needed break. Community volunteers help organize and decorate our seasonal events and other fun family activities. Holiday Helpers stuff bags for our popular Holiday Toy Drive each December, serve food during party meals, and decorate the halls. Playroom chef volunteers help prepare meals for family dinners. Career mentor volunteers provide mentorship to parents who require help with career planning, mock interviews and confidence building. Volunteer recruiters help the Center’s staff organize volunteers for projects and attend outreach events to promote the Center’s services. Additionally, our TALK Line telephone crisis and counseling line for parents is largely staffed by trained and dedicated volunteer counselors; TALK Line volunteer trainings are scheduled three times per year.

Urban Services YMCA 
Urban Services YMCA(http://www.ymcasf.org/urban/) is the social services branch of the YMCA of San Francisco. Our mission is to provide life-changing programs that build healthy families, successful communities and educational excellence throughout the Bay Area. Chartered by the YMCA of San Francisco in 1995 to ensure at-risk youth and their families had access to safe and meaningful programming, Urban Services YMCA currently delivers a multi-systemic approach to working with youth and their families; we provide families with a comprehensive, supportive, and culturally appropriate continuum of care.

GGMG members can volunteer directly for the requested program through the following:

1. Participate in Nutrition Workshops – GGMG members are welcome to attend evening workshops with families to interact with constituents and share food recipes.

2. Distribute/Pack Grocery Bags – GGMG members can work with staff to load grocery bags in from the San Francisco Food Bank and help pass out these grocery bags to families.

3. Host Cooking Demonstrations – GGMG members can work with staff to organize cooking demonstrations at the workshops.

Additionally, as volunteering is an important part of the energy and excellence at Urban Services YMCA, there are many ways GGMG members can make a difference (e.g., participation in our Board of Managers, special events support, fundraising, etc.).

A Home Away from Homelessness 
A Home Away from Homelessness (http://www.homeaway.org/) has a 16-year track record of providing homeless and formerly homeless children and youth with the chance to reclaim the dreams of childhood -- and we give them the tools to translate those dreams into reality. While homelessness can rob them of any sense of belonging or of place, our program instills the profound understanding that they belong in America and that its most beautiful places belong to them.

The mission of Edgewood Center for Children and Families (http://www.edgewood.org/) is to strengthen children, youth, families, and their communities through service, training, advocacy, and research.  Founded in 1851, Edgewood is the oldest children’s charity west of the Mississippi.  Now a nationally recognized, multifaceted agency, we provide a continuum of mental health, family support, and educational services to over 5,000 children and families in San Francisco and San Mateo Counties.  At Edgewood, we believe every child should thrive in a loving and supportive family and community.  When experiences beyond their control put children and families on a path to incarceration, homelessness, premature death or life-long struggle, Edgewood’s programs help them reclaim their future.

Breakfast Club & Dinner Club:

· Time Commitment:  Breakfast Club: 8:30-11:30 AM; SATURDAYS ONLY; Dinner Club: 4:00-8:00 PM; SUNDAYS ONLY.

· Details: Cook breakfast/dinner for the children in our Residential Program.  With reduced staffing on weekends, our counselors are stretched thin.  Staff is greatly relieved and is able to spend more time tending to the children, when there is a volunteer group available to help prepare the meals.

· # of Participants Needed:  We ask for a group of 6-12 Volunteers.  Volunteer Groups will be split in thirds so that there will be a smaller group of 2-4 in each cottage.

Gardening Club & Other Projects:

· Time Commitment:  Flexible- 3-4 hour minimum commitment; During the 9:00 AM – 5:00 PM time slot during the work week.

· Details:  Projects can range from gardening in our Gotcher Gardens, building furniture, building a stepping stone pathway, food banking, assisting with big mailings, etc.

· # of Participants Needed:  The number of volunteers vary from project to project, however, this is a good option for volunteer groups of 15 or more people.

Rebuilding Together San Francisco

Rebuilding Together San Francisco (RTSF http://www.rebuildingtogethersf.org/) was created through the grassroots collaboration of several business, labor, and community organizations in response to the 1989 Loma Prieta earthquake.  Although today we are a local affiliate of Rebuilding Together, RTSF has its own 501(c)3 designation, our own board, and a mission and vision specific to our work with low-income San Francisco residents. Our mission is to repair the homes of residents in need and the facilities of the community organizations that serve them. 
Volunteer

-Sponsor a project and bring a team of up to 25 volunteers to work on a small project

-Volunteer in our office: support our outreach efforts to let more low-income seniors know about our services.  Come by the office to help make phone calls and organize mailing.

KidPower

KidPower’s (http://www.kidpower.org/) vision and mission is to work together to create cultures of caring, respect, and safety for everyone. Kidpower offers a unique, innovative experiential success-based approach to the prevention and intervention of emotional and physical violence on ALL levels, covering the spectrum from Kindergarten bullying to elder abuse, from victimization risk reduction training for special needs people to domestic, school, and community violence prevention.

Hemophilia Foundation of Northern California 
Operated continuously since its founding in 1958, the Hemophilia Foundation of Northern California (HFNC www.hemofoundation.org) provides comprehensive resources that change the lives of Bay Area people living with bleeding disorders. HFNC improves the quality of life of all those affected through direct service, community building, and education. Each year HFNC serves roughly 3,000 Bay Area residents and their families. 
Volunteer

GGMG members can assist on the Family Camp planning committee providing fresh ideas  and resources to making the camp experience more beneficial to our families. As space permits, GGMG members could volunteer as counselors for the camp week-end. There also are on-going activities to prepare for camp that need volunteers. HFNC is always in need of board members, folks to serve on our various board committees, i.e. Marketing, Finance, Communications, Fund Raising. 

Women’s Community Clinic 
The mission of the Women’s Community Clinic (http://www.womenscommunityclinic.org/) is to improve the health and well-being of Bay Area women and girls age 12+.  The Women’s Community Clinic has provided free medical care to Bay Area women and girls for more than a decade.  Since its start in 1999, it has served over 20,000 women and trained over 500 volunteers.

Volunteer

The Women’s Community Clinic is run almost entirely by volunteers.  We welcome new volunteers!  Medical experience is not necessary – just a desire to volunteer in a fun, warm, and non-judgmental setting and the ability to volunteer 4 hours/week for a minimum of 6 months.  

CLINICAL (MEDICAL PROFESSIONAL) VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES:

The Clinic employs only nine part-time clinical staff, relying on a team of over 100 active volunteers to provide a majority of the Clinic’s health care services. Volunteers commit to weekly or bi-monthly 4-hour shifts which, together, can be valued as equivalent to over six full-time employees (6.25 FTE). The greatest cost savings comes from the licensed clinical volunteers who forgo pay for the opportunity to provide health care in awomen-only community based setting. 
LAY HEALTH WORKER VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES: 
Volunteers staff the front desk, provide each client with a health education session, and conduct HIV and pregnancy testing and counseling.  By training volunteers to answer phones, triage patients, prepare records, and help with some medical procedures, the Clinic does not need to hire front desk workers or medical office assistants. This winning strategy—which saves the Clinic over $500,000 annually—enables the Clinic to provide free health care services to more than 3,500 patients annually.

We empower our participants to set realistic and measurable goals; we create a safe space in their communities to tackle the daunting topics of diet and health; and we introduce practical information to help them make informed decisions.
